PAGEANT WEEKEND IMPORTANT INFORMATION: 

 

Dress Rehearsal  

Shining Stars should arrive promptly and be ready to rehearse at 4pm on Friday in comfortable street 

clothes. They will rehearse with the contestants first and then run through their Production Routine.  

Day of Show 

Shining Stars are asked to arrive on the day of pageant in regular clothes but with hair and makeup done. 

They can change into production number outfits after arriving. Hair can be worn in any style.  There is a 

limited number of volunteers available to help backstage, so it’s best to come already done. Shining Stars 

will receive the souvenir production T-shirt, official Miss America’s Little Sisters tiara, and Miss Clatsop 

County’s Shining Stars sash Friday night at dress rehearsal as well as the General Admission ticket.  

 

Water and some healthy snacks will be provided during the show. Your child should have eaten dinner 

prior to coming. If you would like, you can pack a large shirt, robe, or zip up sweatshirt for them to wear 

while eating. 

 

After Coronation, parents are asked to come to the Shining Stars room to pick up their Shining Star from 

the coordinators. Prior arrangements need to be made if someone else is taking your Star home.  

 

You may bring flowers and gifts for your Shining Star and ask if they be delivered to them in their 

dressing room. We do hope to have our Flower Fundraiser back during intermission. You are also 

welcome to bring a card or small gift for your Shining Stars contestant (recommended).
